My name is Regan Latimer and I am a proud (delete word?) filmmaker and director who has been working in digital production and Canada’s independent film scene for nearly (delete word?) twelve years. As a Creator and Director, I thrive in collaborative atmospheres and love taking a project from idea to reality. Being a  woman creating and working in a largely male field, Women in Views’ dedication to enhancing the gender scope behind the camera speaks to me as this is something I strive to include and incorporate into my own work as well. (Confusing. Maybe something like:  As a woman creating and working in a largely male field, I am impressed by Women in View’s mandate and find that it aligns perfectly with my own professional efforts to enhance presence of women behind the camera.) 
Upon graduating from the Broadcast Television programme at Seneca College, I worked for Rocky Mountain PBS and Denver Centre Media in Colorado. While at PBS, I edited promo spots for their Be More promotional campaign, which went on to win a regional Emmy award. At both companies, I learned all the ins and outs of studio production, as well as documentary and location shooting. This opportunity afforded me the chance to experience a wide variety of production jobs and gave me a clear idea of what I wanted to do when I returned to Canada - establish my own production company and choose the projects on which I would work. 
In 2006, I founded Toronto-based Bee Charmer Productions. As Creative Director of BCP, I have since had over (delete word?) 11 years of (add word?) experience directing, writing, editing and producing a variety of projects. I have created promotional video work for brands such as Hershey, Toyota and Luminato, as well as original productions of two short films, three documentary shorts, and three seasons of the award-winning web series, B.J. Fletcher: Private Eye. I am also a founding member of the Independent Web Series Creators of Canada (IWCC), and served as Producer and Programming Director for Toronto’s first ever Web Series Festival - TO Webfest 2014. 
Across its 25 episodes, B.J. Fletcher: Private Eye garnered over 12.5 million views, and was one of the first indie series to secure distribution on a major platform, running online on MTV’s Logo Network. On Fletcher (Italicize), I wrote, directed, edited and handled all aspects of the series’ production. It was an invaluable experience, (add comma?) giving me a solid understanding of the interconnection between all aspects of a show’s production process, developing (awkward phrasing. One of the reasons I created Bee Charmer Productions was to produce and direct works that I believe in: projects with strong female characters, charged plotlines, and diverse perspectives.  Fletcher was the second of these original productions. The first was a short film called Harmony Love Matches for Life Inc, which was award-nominated at the 2008 Great Lakes International Film Festival. My second short film, Lindy Calls Tracy, made it’s (no apostrophe) Canadian debut at the 2015 Inside Out Film Fest, and went on to screen at festivals worldwide, including events in Australia, India, and Russia.  I am currently developing a new web series, Witch Like Me, and a feature length documentary about queer representation in television.  
A large portion of the work I also do is freelance and client based.  This can mean independently taking a project from idea and planning, to filming and directing, straight through to editing, post and delivery. (clarify – do you mean that it can mean doing any one or all of these things, or that it means you are doing it independently?
