1899 opened as a circus

1901 Main auditorium built

1903 Named Birmingham Hippodrome

1979 Birmingham Council purchased Hippodrome 

for £50,000 and leased to the Theatre Trust (an 

independent charity)

1985 Stage and fly floor doubled in size, air 

conditioning installed

1990 BRB joined us from Sadlers Wells

1999 Theatre closed for two years for a £35 

million refurbishment

November 2001 re-opened with a Gala 

performance

September 2012 Closed for four weeks for a new 

stage

2013/14 record breaking for attendance (625,000) 

and ticket sales £25m
